John Auld (Convenor):  As the convenor I have had discussions with the Governance Officer at Argyll and Bute Council regarding my ownership of land that is identified for possible development in LDP2.  LDP2 forms part of Argyll and Bute Council’s statutory plans for the area and has now been adopted by them.  As the landowner for one parcel of land I would follow the current guidance on Declarations of Interest and would not chair the section of any CC meeting dealing with issues specific to that parcel of land.

No additional DoIs made at the meeting.  
5. Police Report   
No officer present but report circulated prior to meeting.  It was noted that there have been a number of local thefts from farms and gardening equipment.  Need to be vigilant around unknown night time vehicles.  
6. Minutes of the CC meetings as follows:  
· Adoption and signature of minutes from 13th January 2026.  Proposed SL / EM.  

7. Inter-meeting agreement validation
· Planning application for Community Garden:  ND / KG proposed the acceptance of the email consultation regarding the CC and submission of a planning application for the polytunnel for the Craigrownie Community Garden.  It was also noted that this provides a ‘case’ around whether Community Councils should have permitted development rights for small community focused developments – links to ongoing work around Democracy Matters by the Scottish Government including future roles and responsibilities of Community Councils.  

8. Convenor 
· The Convenor paid tribute to Murdo MacDonald.  He had been a previous Community Council member and set up the RPWCDT.  Condolences to the family.      
· Craigrownie Play Park Update:  Work being done / damage to the grass.  Also addition 
· Civic Trust My Place Awards – Noted .  
· Glasgow University Transformative Action for Resilient Coastal Communities (TRACC).  Continue to engage given the Clyde Marine Management Plan due out for consultation after the Mey 26 elections.   
· Medical Centre and Resilience / Community Engagement.  Continue to engage with HSCP regarding merger and resilience.  Issue of cyber security raised.    
· Elections 2026 – an information campaign.  Discussion deferred to the next meeting when consideration of publicity and information campaign to be discussed.  Notice of election is currently planned for publication on 4th June 2026 with nominations open from 5th June.  
· New Powers for Community Councils campaign and Democracy Matters (SG) ongoing consultation.   Any proposal unlikely to be published prior to May 7th elections. Defer this issues until after the CC elections.    
· Heritage Leaflets printing:  Convenor in discussion with Richard Reeve but no funds required at present.  May require funding as move to QR readers in due course.  To keep under review with OC.    
· Report from H&L Area Committee regarding HMNB Clyde Transformation Programme .  No update available.  The CC agreed that the Secretary should write to Coulport head to seek regular engagement on plans for the site that affect the local community e.g. increasing staff numbers affecting transport arrangements / housing.  In addition it was noted that other local organisations such as RPWCDT/OC would also like to be involved in understanding future arrangements.    
· The Community Council noted the reports of falling primary school numbers.  It also noted that A&B Council work on repopulation / resettlement has indicated that questions of child-care are also important alongside housing / transport / jobs.  The CC agreed to engage with the Repopulation research of A&B Council where the Rosneath Peninsula is one of 4 areas being examined.  To include links with RPWCDT/OC as well.      
· BT Open Reach:   AS work is ongoing on the Peninsula regarding the next generation of high speed broadband the CC agreed to invite BT Open Reach to the next meeting (12th May) for a short presentation / discussion.    
· Locality Planning Groups (HSCP):  No volunteer for this.  
9. Treasurer
· March 2026 report previously circulated (see below).  
· The CC formally agreed (Proposed ND / EM) that the additional cost of the ‘bench’ would be covered from the additional funds (beyond the A&B Council Supporting Community grant) as agreed on the 11th November 2025.  The balance to be used for purchase of material to prepare level base.     
10. Update on Our Community Project under RPWCDT
· Update from the RPWCDT Convenor (Loz Slavin) previously circulated – see below.    Key progress on the Craigrownie feasibility study and the delivery plan draft.  These will be shared with OC groups / CC for feedback to the consultants.  Ongoing discussion with A&BC re funding `etc.  Foot path work ongoing – including signposts.  Full study will be put on the website for feedback.  Delivery plan / LPP should be aligned.  
· It is now planned that the Craigrownie fund day will be held in August using lottery funding.  
· Beach Clean on the 14th March.  
· RPWCDT/OC examining ways to support funding identification and application.  
11. Community and Household Emergency Planning update
· The flood ‘drop in’ session on the 14th February lead to more sites being identified around flooding.  Drainage / flooding priorities to be discussed with A&B Council on the 13th March at 1400 in Cove Burgh Hall.  Interesting ‘case’ report provided by one affected household which highlights the need for long-term management and monitoring as well as use of specialised equipment to resolve issues.  Post the drop in session an email exchange regarding North Ailey road took place.  
· Cllr Corry indicated that A&B Council have a map of the area with assets and the CC Secretary to write and ask to see this.    
12. Planning Applications & Enforcement (details of applications on A&B website)
· Giants Burn :  A&B Council have objected to this development.  The changes in law in late 2025 regarding Planning and Infrastructure Act and the consequences for Scotland mean that from mid February 2026 an objection from an local authority does not automatically lead to a public enquiry.  The CC will continue to monitor this process.  
Following communication with A&B Council the following updates on planning and enforcement were circulated prior to the meeting:  
· Auchengower 25/00516/PP:  3 chalets now agreed with conditions.
· Ardpeaton 24/01321/PPP:  Still with planning. 
· Achnashellach:  Glamping pods agree with conditions.    Awaiting decision on the garage but a site visit has taken place.  
· Enforcement matters 
a. Fort Road:  
i. Work progressing but timing regarding any work near / at junction with Shore Road?  No update provided on time.  
ii. Note there is an outstanding issue with the culvert near the burn just by The Haven which may have implications for larger vehicles undertaking remedial work.  There is a requirement to upgrade this as part of the junction improvements and the upgrade to a two-way road up to The Haven.
b. Kyle View:  Retaining wall and fencing alongside Barbour Road?  The enforcement officer is working on this and no update at present.  
c. South Ailey:  
i. Missing wall – when can this be put into No Further Action?  No response at this stage.  
ii. Overhanging branches from Cove Castle grounds – CC understand that the owner has now died which may have implications for any enforcement work and the potential danger to the listed wall.  Planning confirmed that the enforcement investigation has indeed paused given the contravener (unauthorised tree removal/cutting back) has passed away.
d. Strathlee:  This site continues to be monitored by the team.  Planning permission for the NMA has been agreed.  
13. Roads / Paths / Lighting / Drainage etc 
· Tigh Dearg:  A&B Council still to finish around Barbour Road drains.  Issue around the size of the drains.  Cllr Corry to follow up.  Regarding snagging issues still has around 6 months to run.  Ongoing issues around signage and speed on the road given the very tight bend in the middle.  
· Craigrownie parking:  Not covered.  Discussions between Cllr Patterson and residents ongoing.   
· ‘Works’ List update: 
· Overhanging trees / mossy pavements including South Ailey.  On hold due to death of land owner.      
· Kilcreggan Bus Shelter:  DF to follow up as whilst some work opposite Princess Terrace has been carried out the bus shelter (window frame / gutter) remain to be fixed.  Vegetation still to be cut back near car park and surrounding area.  repair Derek some work opposite Princess Terrace.  
· Leaking sewage system by Bowling Club – note to track once increased use from April onwards.  
· Noted repaired potholes at Ardpeaton / Kilcreggan Hotel 
· Fort Road:  CC agreed to write to Planning / Roads & Infrastructure regarding this adopted road and links of the short term repair of potholes / longer term enforcement issues.  Clarify who is responsible for what?  The issue of grit bins / bin uplift were also raised.    
· Street Furniture (Benches, Notice Boards, Phone boxes etc.). 
· Bench opposite Cove Shop:  Been bought and now awaiting suitable time to install.  
· OC garden steps taken down as broken.  A&B Council / OC liaising regarding replacing the rails to increase safety / access on these steep steps.    
· Bench opposite Shanton Road  is unsafe and requires removal.  JA / SL to liaise on this.  
· RPWCDT and phone boxes.  Notes that 2 phone boxes now rest with RPWCDT/OC.  Kilcreggan village still in public use but requires more usage to keep in public domain.  Useful resource if mobile / digital land lines are lost in a storm.  Need to encourage public use!    
· 20 mph in A&B and what this means for Cove and Kilcreggan. (see circulated link to map)  plus email from R&C re changes / bus route.   Following discussion the CC agreed for the Secretary to write to A&B Council (Raymond Kane) regarding  the following three points:  
1. Lochview area from Peaton Hill to past Lochview to be 20 mph given road use by pedestrians including children as path through woodland is unusable.    
2. Bus issues:  The CC recognized that the current timetable is very tight and the introduction of 20 mph could be a major problem.  Request a fuller study, with bus companies – including the provision of the School Bus – on this matter and to seek solutions e.g. adjustment of route for key services.  
3. Shore Road and B833.  Linked to point 2 above is the need to be able to balance speed / access and the bus schedule.  Key areas for 20 mph are Kilcreggan Village, bottom of School Road (extend around bus stop area) and road near Cove Shop.  But also mindful of not seeing rapid changes of speed along the road which will not be followed or monitored. 
14.  Ferry and Pier (ND)
ND from from a telephone conversation today with Scott Reid (A&B Council) (10th March 2026) and also linked up with issues raised by CM at a recent meeting of ferry users which included Transport Scotland:
· Decision on replacement vessels for Kilcreggan-Gourock – Dunoon is likely before long.
· A process of ‘Reference Groups’ & ‘Working Groups’ will shortly be announced.
· Working Group consists of agencies involved (Inter Alia: Transport Scotland – CalMac – CMAL- relevant Council officials)
· Reference Group consists of ‘interested parties’ which includes community council representatives. 
Regarding Kilcreggan specifically: 
· Process for berthing options at Kilcreggan to start again from scratch. 
· Consultants will be engaged to look at options.
·  The existence of ‘Our Community’ & Local Plan ideas is recognised and the need for public engagement in decision making is appreciated. There will be ‘public consultations’ at some stage.
Observations & considerations
· Kilcreggan pier likely to come to end of useful life in the near future.
·  Kilcreggan ferry is heavily subsidised and under-used by the community.  Key message ‘Use it or lose it’.
· Community needs to be realistic about the physical realities: exposure to weather/climate change/nature of seabed/likely cost limitations of any future option. 
The CC noted that around 15% of the running costs of the ferry comes from fares – need to use it or lose it!  
Need to understand the ‘condition’ of the pier – what surveys e.g. for operational licence does A&B carry out and can the survey be made public?  Cllr Corry to follow up.  
Need to consider realistic options going forward due to issues of rising sea level and the nature of the seabed.  Could triangular services be used?  
15. Communications
· Website update – no report at this stage.  
16. Community Council Planning Policy  
· Community Benefit Teams meeting 24th Feb.  An interesting meeting which highlighted the process managed by the A&B Council Procurement and Contracts departments.  Similar to planning gain in some ways but run under a different departments and for different purposes.  Slides from the meeting will be circulated when received.  
· Report from Directors of C&K Trust regarding management of land to the shore side of Shore Road.  No meeting yet.  
· LDP 3 engagement – the LPP provides ‘evidence’ for the LDP 3 development (closes June 2026) and will be considered alongside other matters e.g. strategic planning for housing.   
· Housing Strategy development.  The OC Housing group have a meeting with the consultants on Monday 16th March at 1600.  The Secretary is part of the group and will attend the meeting to be able to report back to the CC.  
17. Licensing
No matters to discuss.  
18. Any Other Competent Business 
1. Cllr Corry provided an update regarding the Council tax and issues of road / capital spend and consequences.  Also provided an update on the Leisure Centre in Helensburgh.  The  opening time not yet clear.  Issue around insurance and recovery of lost revenues.  Cove library is seen as a positive model for management i.e. community management rather than A&B Council  
2. The issue of the Cove War Memorial was raised. The Secretary confirmed that the war memorial was an A&B Council Community Asset.  The Helensburgh British Legion is looking to undertake work on the war memorial and enter it into a national competition.  Looking to encourage engagement of a range of groups including school, scouts, youth café and community garden group.  The CC agreed (ND / KB) that it would donate £100 to the cost of material for managing the site.  SL indicated that there are people already working on maintenance e.g. lettering and a group wide approach would be sought.  CC also agreed to provide any formal letter of support if required and the Secretary will make contact with the member of the public who raised this to help provide the necessary supporting documentation.  
3. Bus Stop Signage:  New signs have fallen off (Tigh Dearg) and others are lose.  Secretary to write to SPT to notify them.  
19. Date of Next Meeting  12 May 2026.  Also note start time of 1915.

COWAL, BUTE & HELENSBURGH PRIORITIES 2023-2026


The priorities for your area are decided by data from our strategic assessment which details threats and risks, and also from feedback from local authorities, partners, and residents in the Local Policing Survey. The current priorities are:
· Serious and organised crime
· Crimes of theft and dishonesty (acquisitive crime)
· Road safety and road crime
· ASB & Violent crime
· Public protection.
Serious and Organised Crime
We continue to look for ways to disrupted and target those criminals’ intent on causing misery to those most vulnerable within our communities. We remain resolute in targeting the illegal drug trade ensuring that we seek support from partners across the country in doing so. 
We have been upskilling officers across our policing division, ensuring they understand and appreciate the importance of community intelligence and information. Through intelligence led policing, officers are able to apply to the courts for Sheriff search warrants and take positive action in the detection and disruption of those involved in the sale and supply of controlled drugs. Across the division we have had successful outcome seizing drugs and money suspected to be from the proceeds of crime. 
Community information is key for us and may just provide us with the last piece of evidence required to apply to the courts for a warrant. We encourage our communities to share concerns and suspicions around drug dealing either by calling 101 or by reporting anonymously via Crimestoppers on 0800 555 111 or via their website and online form (https://crimestoppers-uk.org/give-information/forms/pre-form).
Acquisitive Crime 
Acquisitive crime remains a local priority. Figures across the country are on an upward trajectory, which in part is a result of the cost-of-living crisis. We are working with our Preventions team looking at maximising our crime prevention opportunities and looking at innovative ways to increase local awareness.  
We are working with our communities to identify areas of vulnerability where we can engage with our partners to maximise our response.
In Helensburgh Our community policing officers are engaging with local businesses in the retail sector to reduce shoplifting. Officers are taking ownership by identifying those responsible, collating information and seeking bail conditions restricting access by the perpetrators.
In the area of Kilcreggan and Cove police will continue to provide high visibility patrols to deter potential thieves. If there are any areas of note that you think Police Scotland should patrol, please don’t hesitate to let us know. We are keen to keep the communities safe and protect property. 
Road Safety 
Overall, there continues to be a reduction in the number of casualties involved in road traffic collisions within A&B compared to last year. 
Speeding and driving complaints remain prevalent across A&B. We continue to support community concerns in this area through direct action, prevention and intervention work. Proactive speed checks have been carried out across hot spot areas. We continue to work with partners including A&B council looking for innovative ways to positively influence road users.
Our preventions team continue to work with partners across our communities at road safety planned events. These events have been well received and allow a multi-agency approach to improving safety on our roads. where we can positively influence driver behaviour and understand community concerns.
As we approach our peak time across our road’s networks our national Roads Policing Team will be providing a high visibility presence across Argyll, they will also be delivering initiatives such as ‘Operation Close Pass’ which is aimed at tackling dangerous overtaking of cyclists and raising cyclist awareness amongst other road users. 
Our national motorcycle unit will be out supporting local policing across Argyll in the coming period as the weather will start to get better. They will specifically focus on encouraging safe and responsible road use by motorcyclists. There focus will be engagement, education and enforcement. 
ASB/Violence   
In the heart of our communities, we pro-actively visit problematic tenancies along with housing partners to positively impact on ASB at the earliest possible opportunity. This information is then briefed out to local policing to ensure they are aware of ongoing demand and intelligence. 
The Preventions Team at Dumbarton are in daily contact with the ASB and Housing Teams across A&B. Requests can range from a single email to a full disclosure which is required when legal action is being taken against a resident. 
Public Protection 
We continue to support individuals through a victim centred approach our officers receive regular training and guidance to ensure that we are supporting those affected with a professionalism and empathy. 
Domestic and gender-based violence remains a priority and we robustly manage these investigations, safeguarding victims and targeting those responsible.  
We have engaged with GP surgeries in the area providing advice and guidance on the Herbert Protocol which is a pre-prepared information pack for those living with dementia who are at a higher risk of going missing. We have asked the pack to be provided or discussed with families at diagnosis. The information can be provided immediately to police should the person go missing.      
Community Engagement 
[bookmark: _Hlk223328344]At the beginning of the new year, we welcomed a new Youth Engagement Officer to Helensburgh, PC Kirsty Lyall takes over from PC Charlene Reece. We are very much looking forward to her starting and to seeing the positive impact which she will have supporting our young persons across the area. 
Cove and Kilcreggan Crimes of note 

Between Thursday the 1st of January 2026 and Wednesday the 25th of February 2026 a total of 12 incidents were reported to Police Scotland.
Two of these were fraud related incidents. One resulted in no financial loss and enquiries remain ongoing in relation to the other. 

Four incidents involved members of the public seeking advice and assistance. There was also one road traffic collision in which the reporting party advised that another vehicle struck his vehicle, caused damage, and failed to stop or provide details. A crime report was created; however, the matter was subsequently dealt with by the relevant insurance company.

Craigrownie Consultation Update
Appointed architecture consultants have: 
· Carried out desktop study reviewing Local Place Plan, existing provision, demographics etc
· Carried out site visits
· Undertook a site survey
· Drawn up base plans of the site and existing facilities which have been used as a base for initial discussions with stakeholder groups including:
· Sports Group
· Cove and Kilcreggan Bowling Club
· Youth Café
· Community Garden users 
· Argyll and Bute Council currently own the site and lease the buildings)

Users have shared ideas and the site offers topographic challenges. The architect drew up potential proposals offering solutions which were presented at a drop-in session held in Cove Burgh Hall. Based on feedback the Architect has presented further proposals which are currently being costed by a Quantity Surveyor. Proposed options, costs and text as to the reasoning around proposed solutions will form the final feasibility study to be submitted by the end of March 2026.
General feedback from groups was that, understandably, stakeholders have a range of diverse and potentially competing aspirations for the site.  The aim is, as far as possible, to facilitate the requirements of each without causing detriment to other stakeholder groups or cause an obstruction to wider strategic improvements that would benefit the wider community. In addition to group specific feedback proposals will consider issues such as other possible external sports facilities, toilet and storage provision, fencing and path provision, accessibility, landscaping and parking. 

First interim invoice has been received for the study and paid. Our Community has submitted drawdown of the funding form Argyll and Bute Council.

Community Enterprise Update
CE part of work has been temporarily slowed down (not paused though) as we needed to focus on Craigrownie Study due to strict timescales.  In interim period CE have/are:
· met Argyll and Bute Council around possible funding options for future heritage and place programme of works
· engaged with Craigrownie consultants to ensure development plan is properly informed by findings of Craigrownie study
· seeking options for funding future projects
Draft of delivery plan will be made available to OC Groups and CC for review before being finalised.
Application for a further year of CEIS funding has been submitted – waiting for outcome

Footpath Feasibility Study
